ACI Limited is one of the reputed, renowned, and trusted companies in Bangladesh for their goods and services. ACI has four well-diversified business units operating in different parts of the country. Ratio analysis and Altman z-score model are used to analyze the performance of the company. All the data is collected from secondary sources. The last 5 years (from 2015 to 2019) data from financial statements is used to calculate the ratios.
Ratio analysis indicates that ACI’s financial condition is turmoil. All of the ratios except some are inconsistent. First of all, Liquidity ratios are continuously decreasing in the last five years and the quick ratio was below the industry average. This illustrates that the company’s capability is not adequate to pay back its current liabilities using current assets. The profitability ratio indicates that sales revenue and gross profit margin are increasing every year but other profitability ratios- net profit margin, return on assets, return on equity is decreasing. It indicates that net profit is not increasing due to the increase in operating and non-operating expenses because of various reasons. The solvency ratio shows that the company continuously increases debt securities in the capital structure last five years. This increases interest expense which decreases the net profit margin of the company. Market value ratios of ACI are somewhat consistent compare to other ratios. While the dividend yield ratio remains somewhat constant but P/E, NAV, and the dividend payout ratio is greater in the last year than the previous four years. 
Altman z-score model indicates that the company is in the risk of getting bankrupt. The Z-score of ACI is 1.33 which is in the distress zone (0 to 1.8) of the model. This indicates that the probability of getting bankrupt is very high for the company.

Altman Z-score Model is a quantitative analysis technique that measures a business’s probability to go bankrupt in the future. Z-score model is introduced by American Professor of Edward I. Altman in 1968. This model is popular in the finance world because of its accuracy in predicting bankruptcy. According to the study, the model has 72% accuracy for forecasting bankruptcy within 2 years’ time period while there is a 6% chance of false positive.

If the score is more than 3.0 then the company lies within the safe zone and has a lower probability of bankruptcy.

[bookmark: _Toc52137659]4.1 Conclusion
ACI Ltd. is one of the successful, renowned conglomerates in Bangladesh. It has 4 business units in different parts of Bangladesh. This Internship report contains a small insight into the financial position of ACI Limited through Ratio analysis and Altman Z-score model.
Ratio Analysis gives a brief insight into ACI Limited’s financial position. All most all of the ratios presented in this report illustrate negative result for ACI. Most of the ratios are in continuous decreasing stage.
Liquidity ratios illustrate that all the ratios are decreasing gradually. This indicates that ACI has liquidity issues. This issue can be arising from poor working capital management.
Profitability ratios illustrate that ACI Limited is not performing well in the last five years. Though the gross profit margin increases the past five years which indicates increase in sales revenue but other profitability ratios- operating profit margin, net profit margin, return on assets, and return on equity decreases. This situation may occur due to increase in operating and non-operating expenses.
The efficiency or activity ratios of ACI Limited convey mixed signals. Declining total asset turnover and fixed asset turnover ratio indicate ACI is not properly utilizing its non-current assets. This may reveal that ACI is becoming more productive at using its current assets than before. Receivable turnover and average collection period illustrate severe problem in the company’s credit collection policy.
Solvency ratios of ACI Limited illustrate an alarming situation. The company has been increasing debt in its capital structure. This could denote that ACI does not have a fixed optimal capital structure. Financial distress increases due to increase of debt securities. As a result, cost of debt increases. Increase in the cost of debt can explain the decrease in times interest earned ratio last couple of years.
Market value ratios of ACI Limited are somewhat consistent and favorable than any other ratios. Dividend payout ratio, net asset per share, P/E ratio, and dividend yield show increasing trend in the last couple of years.
Finally, Altman z-score model result illustrates that the company is in a bad situation. The model data indicates that the company may get bankrupt in the future.

Market value ratios of ACI Limited is favorable than any other ratios. Dividend payout ratio, net asset per share, P/E ratio, and dividend yield show increasing trend in the last couple of years.
To maintain sustainable growth in this competitive market ACI needs to be profitable in the long run. As we can see from the ratio analysis, company’s overall performance is below average industry performance. The company must make sure that all the resources are properly and efficiently utilized and the management of the company must ensure to reduce all the non-essential expenses (both operating and non-operating) which reduce the company’s profit margin.
